One of the interesting and beautifully illustrated books held in the Milton Ulladulla Family History Soc.

library gives a history of Celtic culture. Celts were a loosely knit group of tribes with a common culture

and a common language, dating back to the Hallstatt culture, c.700-500 BC, around upper Austria and

Bavaria. LY G KS ciK OSyiddz2NE GKSNB NS NBFSNByOSa (2 a
around the Danube. Later these communities stretched from Turkey and the Balkans to Western

Europe. They were a fierce people and in 386 BC they sacked Rome and in 279 BC, Delphi.

Between 480-50 BC their craftsmen developed a highly distinctive style of decoration ¢ curvilinear
motifs ¢ in metalwork. There are photographs of historic decorative neck-rings ¢ torcs ¢ dating back to
the Hattstatt era, pottery, and bronze cauldrons dating back to the Bronze Age. Some of the designs
were later adapted and used by Christians.

Though they left no written records, their story tellers were trained to remember huge repertoires (over
350 stories), as is documented by a manuscript from a 6th century Ulster king. Caesar wrote about their
war chariots and weapons.

The book gives many examples of early tales from Wales, Brittany, Scotland, Ireland, some of which
inspired medieval Arthurian legends. These tales were told by bards. Classical authors recognize 3
different classes of learned men in Celtic society, the druids, the bards and the vates (or filidh). Each
had a different function and the bards were principally concerned with poetry and music. Bardic schools
survived after the Celtic era and their existence saw the creation of the Eisteddfod. This artistic contest
dates back to 1176 and similar contests were held during the Middle Ages, being revived on a regular
basis in 1789. The modern National Eisteddford Association was founded in 1880.

There is an interesting reference to Pictish symbols, which have yet to be fully deciphered, and which
are to be found on over 200 decorated stone slabs. Historians show a link between Pictish carving and
the decorations in some of the illuminated Gospel Books.

There are photos of beautifully carved chess pieces dating back to mid-twelfth century, some of which
were discovered in a sandbank on the Isle of Lewis in 1831. These are thought to have been luxury
items for the use of the upper classes.

And you may have read of the Carnac Stones in Brittany ¢ one of the wonders of ancient Europe ¢ which
predate the earliest Celtic settlers but figure strongly in many legends.

2S5f{02YS (2 @&2dz Itto L Y DIFENNAST +FfSNRASQaA
minutes about my mother whose life we are celebrating here today.

Mum would be pleased and honoured to see that all of you could make it here to share in this with us
this morning. In addition to your presence here, we have received many expression of condolences
from people mum had met throughout her life.

Every child sees their mum differently. | will speak about how | saw mum. As a mother she was always
exceedingly generous with her time. She gave up time each day to drive us to and from swimming
training, getting up at 5:00am to take us to the morning sessions, and doing the same in the afternoon.
In the middle of winter when it was very cold in the mornings mum would still get up early and warm all
our clothes in front of the heater so we would not be cold. Then there were the swimming carnivals and
other competitions that took us most of the weekend. The amount of her time she gave up to hang
around while we competed. Even though she suffered a serious illness in when she had a cerebral
aneurism in late 1971 requiring correction using some delicate surgery by the esteemed neurosurgeon
Dr Segalov at RPA, mum recovered and was soon back driving us to training and competitions.

Mum was always skilful. She was particularly adept at knitting, firstly with needles which looked to me
as a child were going at breakneck speed, and later in life using a machine. She always had a long list of
things that needed to be made, and no matter how complex or intricate the design or pattern was, it
was always completed and looked professional.

Mum spent most of her life living firstly in Cabramatta, and she married Dad at Canley Vale. She must
certainly have seen some significant changes over that time. But there came a time where a seachange
was required, and when she retired from work at Fairfield RSL after some 30 odd years a quieter
location beckoned. The tranquillity of Cunjurong Point was her chosen place.

It was here that she developed two new passions. The first was to trace the family tree. She pursued
this with enthusiasm and vigour, joining with a group of likeminded genealogists who shared their
knowledge and | know enjoyed each others company. She also travelled extensively and found relatives
that would have remained lost to mine and later generations. Without mums effort a record of our
heritage would never have been revealed to myself and the rest of the family.

Along with this mum had to learn how to use the computer, something that younger generations take
for granted, but is a significant challenge for those from an earlier era. | can see my brothers raised

Her second passion was the growing of orchids. It was with great pride that she phoned me one
Saturday afternoon having won a prize at a local show, this being the first one she had ever entered. It

Finally, and perhaps one to the things she most enjoyed, was the phone calls or visits from her
grandchildren and great grandchildren. While the tyranny of distance made it difficult to visit all that
often, | know the joy that she derived when my daughters Maddie and Lucy phone Nanny each week to
tell her about school, swimming, dancing, birthday parties and other things that occupy their life.

My mother liked things that were clear and uncomplicated and | would like to close with a simple

sentence. She will live in our memories and our hearts forever, and | am proud to be her son.

BOOK REVIEW

Shopkeepers and Shoppers - A Social History of Retailing in New South
Wales from 1788.

(Until the mid 1980s)
Author: Frances Pollon.

Frances Pollon, a well trained social history writer whose ancestors were retailers, began trading in 1788
and came to Australia in the gold rush.

Under Governor Arthur Philip and with the arrival of the First Fleet no shops were planned and no
official coinage existed. The government store stocked grain and meat as necessary for survival which
had to be paid for by Bank Draft drawn on London. The complete lack of shops meant the early
colonists had to depend on relatives and friends in England - even for buttons and a yard or two of
ribbon.

Nothing changed under Governor Bligh's' leadership so it was up to Governor Macquarie, a progressive
man, who ordered the dirt tracks to be improved and named - hence Pitt, Castlereagh, Bathurst,
Liverpool, York, Clarence, Kent and Sussex Streets.

Macquarie's next progressive move was to establish a coinage system by importing silver Spanish dollars
and creating 2 coins unique to New South Wales by punching the centre out of the dollar - creating the
holey dollar - and then in 1817 Macquarie organised the first official bank.

The Horden family arrived in 1823 and David Jones in 1834, but both started off in a very small way -
alongside the other small-time retailers - families who mostly lived in their shops which often resembled
a caravan - the idea being to move on if business was not forthcoming from the first chosen site. These
were very humble operations, carried on by one man or a couple at most.

By the mid 1830s the shopkeepers started to advertise in the papers - although only one line ads - it was

1890 before a full page ad appeared in The Sydney Morning Herald for David Horden's "Great Sale of
Drapery".
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Gas lamps and street lighting came in 1841 and 1842 saw Sydney Town officially become a city - it was
usually referred to as "the big village".

However, a depression set in during the 1840s and many leading businessmen were struggling to
survive. The gold rush near Bathurst in 1851 was a saving grace, with the first railway line being built
from Sydney to Parramatta - Sydney's population had soared to 96,00.

Frances gives much detail of which suburbs were blossoming and which streets attracted various kinds
of retail shops.

Then another depression hit in the 1890s and on 10 July 1901 Anthony Horden's shop in the Haymarket
caught fire and was a blackened ruin within a few hours. Frances devotes a whole chapter to various
shop fires and the efforts made to improve the fire brigade.

In the early 1900s mass produced clothing arrived, with our season being opposite to Britain's it gave
the opportunity for fashions to arrive after the long voyage at the appropriate time of year.

The outbreak of the 1st World War threw the Australian economy back to restrictions and staff
problems.

Post War years had led to soldier settlements which opened up local suburban areas, though retailing
developed very slowly through to the mid 1980s.

All through the book Frances gives much genealogical information on shop keepers and some of their
staff, both in the city of Sydney, in 11 suburbs including Redfern and Newtown where her own ancestors
worked - and then in 34 outback places - one being Wellington where Frances mentions the Mellick
family who were drapers, still conducting their store in the mid 1980s.

One criticism | would have is that the index is far from complete - if you have an ancestor from a
particular area you would need to find where that area is covered in the book.

An excerpt from the book reads "Customers were seated by the Floor Walker. They were cared for in a

unique way - helped in clothing; fitted into corsets, hand massaged into gloves, shown the best angles
for the wearing of hats - in short - they were 'specialised".

A.A. A/MLC Defence Rabaul on the island of New Britain, Australian Territory of
New Guinea.
Lost at sea - 1 July 1942 onboard "Montevideo Maru".

Arthur "Toss" Parker was eighteen years and one month
old on 4th April 1941 when he enlisted in WWII. He was
too young to join the A.L.F., so he volunteered for the
Anti Aircraft Anti Military Landing Craft Defence Force,
Rabaul. After his compulsory training and pre-
embarkation leave, he embarked on HMAT Neptuna on
7 August 1941 and disembarked Rabaul on 16
September 1941 along with two officers and fifty-two
other comrades of his unit later known as A.A. Battery,
Rabaul. These boys had been too young to be sent
beyond the bounds of Australia with the regular army,
but had been sent to the supposed safety of an
Australian territory.

Once in Rabaul they took their gun position, with two 3-
inch guns and obsolete ring-sight telescope, at Frisbee
Ridge, silhouetted as it was against both north and
southern skylines. For Rabaul lay in what was virtually a
gigantic crater; only from this ridge could the guns
command anything like the requisite 360 degrees angle
of traverse. This position was also conspicuous from

land, sea, and air.

After the outbreak of war in the Pacific began on 7th December 1941 when the Japanese attacked Pearl
Harbour, Malaya, and the Philippines with the Japanese already having bases in their Micronesian
colonies, there was nothing between the Japanese and New Guinea. By January 1942, the Japanese had
over 20,000 troops to the north of Australia - from Malaya and Singapore through Java, Ambon and
Timor to New Guinea. With most trained units in the war against Germany, the Australians could do
little to support the men in New Guinea facing the advancing Japanese.

On 4th January 1942, the Japanese dropped their first bombs on Rabaul and other raids followed. On
22nd January, 120 Japanese aircraft attacked Rabaul. Both the bravery and the ineffectiveness of the
Australian pilots in their Wirraways (normally used as trainers), against modern fighters were obvious.
Heavy pre-invasion bombing continued on 23rd January. That night at 11.40pm the Japanese landed
barges of 5,000 forces. As dawn broke, the Australians could see the harbour and the channel dense
with Japanese shipping. Any sign of Australian resistance or movement attracted low-flying Japanese
aircraft and naval fire. The Australians were told there would be no retreat. However, overwhelmed by
numbers and firepower, groupa €t-off and communications breaking down, the order changed to
‘every man for himself'.

The Japanese gathered over 1,000 prisoners of war and civilian internees in Rabaul. Apart from knowing
that Rabaul had 'fallen’, the Australian public knew almost nothing of what happened in Rabaul. Then in

April, newspapers began publishing reports from the men who had escaped.

These were alarming as they made public the killing of over 150 Australian prisoners of war at Tol
plantation, south of Rabaul. Then the Australians were surprised when Japanese aircraft over Port
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Moresby dropped bundles of letters from prisoners in Rabaul. Most of the prisoners - including nurses
and civilians - said 'they were being treated reasonably'. The Australians now had contradictory
information; some men were killed and because of a strange act of enemy chivalry, others were known
to be alive. That was all most Australians were to know for another three years.

War reports state that on 22 June 1942, the civilian and military prisoners in Rabaul, except the officers
and nurses, were loaded on the Montevideo Maru. Just before they left, they were able to tell the
officers that they were on their way to Hainan Island. Off the Filipino coast near Luzon, early on the
morning of 1 July, she encountered the torpedoes of the American submarine SS Sturgeon. Not one of
the 845 prisoners of war or the 208 civilians survived. Most of the crew and guards reached the shore in
the Philippines where Filipino guerrillas killed many. Only 3 Japanese guards and 17 crew had survived.

Japanese authorities received confirmation of the sinking of the Montevideo Maru early in 1943 but
never advised Australian authorities. It was October 1945 when the translated nominal roll was
received by the authorities in Canberra. Telegrams were sent to the families confirming the deaths of
the men and boys from the 2/22nd Battalion, 1st Independent Company, the Fortress Artillery, Signals
Units, Number 17 Anti-tank Battery, the Anti Aircraft Artillery, Number 19 Special Dental Unit,
detachments from New Guinea Volunteer Rifles, 2/10 Field Ambulance, Ordnance Corps units, the 8th
Division Supply Column, the Canteen Services Headquarters New Guinea Area, the Royal Australian Air
Force, the Royal Australian Navy and Australian civilians.

By the end of October 1945 families of those named on the Montevideo Maru nominal roll received
correspondence stating; "It is with deep regret that | have to inform you that the transmission of the
nominal roll of the Japanese vessel Montevideo Maru which was lost with all personnel after leaving
Rabaul in June 1942 shows that [name] was aboard the vessel and | desire to convey to you the profound
sympathy of the Commonwealth Government for External Territories."

It is unknown how Toss lost his life, whether he was one of those massacred at Tol Plantation, perished
in the jungle of New Britain whilst trying to escape, or drowned due to the sinking of the Montevideo
Maru. The nominal roll retrieved from Japan cannot be confirmed, as there are many discrepancies.
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Some families of civilians were told that their loved one was on the nominal roll but after returning to
Rabaul and talking to their native friends they were told of his execution.

The sinking of the Montevideo Maru is the greatest single disaster suffered by Australians in World War
Il. However, until recently, it was rarely referred to on Anzac Day or other days of national
remembering.

In at least two ABC TV presentations, it was stated that the tragic loss of HMAS Sydney, with the deaths
of 635 Australian, was 'the greatest single loss' of the war. Family members who lost someone among
the 1035 Australians who died when the Montevideo Maru sank feel, when they hear this, that their
sense that no one has heard of this event has been confirmed yet again.

There is disappointment, frustration, and even anger that a situation that has had such a profound
impact on their own families, and the families of more than one thousand other Australians should be
unrecognised, forgotten, or ignored by most of their compatriots. They feel that they have not been
included in Australian history and wonder why this should be so.

For those who have links with that community which was lost from the islands of New Guinea in 1942,
there is a common desire to have the story made known to the wider public. In a speech in 1992, at a
service of remembrance in New Britain to mark the 50th anniversary of the sinking of the Montevideo
Maru, it was stated, 'The history of those months deserves to be far better known.'

The majority of the 'AA Battery, Rabual' was young boys under the age of 20 years old. Their lives cut
short! They never had the privilege of marrying and having a family of their own or to be reunited with
their loved ones.

There was no confirmation of the names of those who lost their lives.

After the events in Rabaul, it would more than 3 years before the families of those killed were to find
out their fate. How tragic this must have been for all concerned. Not knowing whether their son,
brother, father, uncle, grandchild was alive or dead!

My role, as our family historian is to preserve Toss' existence in our family history.
Arthur "Toss" PARKER's parents were Arthur John PARKER and Rhoda Prudence 'Winifred' GREEN.

To my knowledge, Arthur and Winifred never married although through the Electoral Rolls | have found
them living together in 1930 and 1933 at 44 Selwyn Street, Paddington. After this date, they separated.
Arthur was then living at 30 Bellevue Street, Arncliffe with Alice' Eva' PARKER and Winifred was living at
32A Burton Street, Surry Hills. Although Winifred married Vladimir Faddeyeff in 1943, she continued to
live at the same address until, according to the electoral roll, 1963. Toss had stated this address as his
residence on his enlistment papers. Perhaps Winifred could not bear to leave her address in case Toss
came home looking for her!

My mother, Joan Thomas, remembers the boys visiting their father and Eva at Arncliffe. She also recalls

visiting Winifred. My grandmother, Margaret Thomas, Arthur's sister, often visited Winifred who
worked in a cake shop or cafeteria in Sydney.
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Toss also had a brother, Eric Parker, who joined the forces on 5 January 1942 and was discharged 19
December 1945. Eric married Kathleen Little on 22 September 1945 at Auburn. | believe they had two
daughters, Janette and Aileen. Eric and Kathleen divorced in October 1958.

Toss' father died on 12th April 1946 aged 50 years, and | wonder if it was the stress and or the news of
hearing that his son was never to return, that caused his death!

The cedar was cut on sawpits, hauled by bullocks to the boat harbour in
Kiama and then dispatched by boat to Robb in Sydney. After 1840, he began clearing the place in

earnest and building a home for himself.

On 14 Mar 1939, Robb married Agnes Frances Mcintosh of Sydney where the couple had their first two
children, James (1839) and Jessie (1842).

Securing the deed of grant on his Riversdale property in 1840, he began to experiment with growing
sugar cane but it was found that in winter the frost of the Minnamurra flats was too strong. He then
decided to establish an orchard and vineyard for which the district was then believed to be well adapted
and with this he also introduced a number of Germans acquainted with that industry. However, this
experiment was also unsuccessful and dairying soon became more profitable and this industry has
prevailed since.

In 1841, Robb formed part of a committee to take charge of clearing for planned streets and the

erection of a jetty in Kiama. The new Kiama Presbyterian Church of early English architecture built of

To supplement the local CofE church education, a subscription list to establish a national system of
education in Kiama was opened with Robb being one of the patrons, and was opened in 1861.

Robb continued to conduct business in Sydney until his retirement in 1843, leaving then for Kiama. In
the same year he leased 1000 acres of Riversdale Estate to George Grey who had the view of settling up
a number of immigrants, relations and acquaintances of his own from County Fermanagh, Ireland. This
was very successful and dairying on the leased portion was conducted by 22 families.

In March 1861, Robb landed in Kiama from Scotland a noted Ayrshire bull and two fine Ayrshire cows.
The name of the bull was Duke of Argyll and was highly prized by dairy farmers. It was on a portion of
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Riversdale, owned by son-in-law John Honey and leased by George Wood who made the two acres
available, that the first co-operative butter factory in Australia was built and officially opened by Mrs W
Grey in 1884. Robb served as a bench magistrate for Kiama Court from 1864 to 1874.

Whilst living in Kiama, James and Jessie Robb had twelve more children and up to the time of his death
they had produced some thirty-three grandchildren. After his death at 76 from a rupture of a blood
vessel of the brain, his funeral procession was followed from his home to the Presbyterian section of

Kiama public cemetery by a large procession of carriages and equestrians.

As you can possibly tell, | am very proud of my Scots ancestry.

What is your name?
Margaret Hope.

When and why did you first start researching your family
history?

My research began after my maternal grandmother, Margaret
Jane (Parker) Thomas passed away in June 1981. As a young girl
| recalled my grandmother telling me that we had a relative who
was a bushranger. His name was John Vane. | was told that it
was a family secret so | never asked questions and Nana never
elaborated.

After her death | questioned my Uncles and Aunts asking if they
knew how we were related to John Vane. My research began. It
took over 23 years to confirm and verify the relationship. John
Vane was a member of Ben Hall's gang. He was the only
member of the gang to live beyond 30 years.

John Vane married Jane Parker who was my grandmother's
paternal aunt.

Who was your first ancestor to arrive in Australia and when did
he settle here?

William Parker, who was transported for stealing one waistcoat and one pair of clogs. He was tried and
convicted at Lancaster Quarter Session on 9th April 1835 and sentenced to 14 years transportation. He
arrived in Van Diemen's Land (Tasmania) on board 'Aurora' on 8th October 1835. He was aged 14 years
at the time of his offence. My research continues on William.

During January 1835 William's father, John, and his two brothers John Jnr., and Ambrose stole 8 pieces
of cotton from a Lancaster woolen mill. They too were transported. John Snr. was sentenced to 7 years
transportation and arrived in New South Wales on 25 October 1835 on board ‘Mary Ann'.

His two sons were sentenced to 14 years transportation and they both arrived in New South Wales on
17 January 1836 on board 'John Barry'.

In 1838 their younger sibling Thomas was convicted of stealing a silk handkerchief. He was aged 14
years and was transported for 7 years, arriving at Van Diemen's Land in April 1839 on board
‘Egyptian’.

Thomas eventually found his way to New South Wales and found his brother Ambrose where they both
worked at a property called "Jerula" near Cowra, where they are both buried. Their brother John Inr.,
(my great great grandfather) died at Morongala Creek, via Cowra in 1850.

| often wonder if my grandmother knew of their convict heritage!

What are some of the surnames you are researching?

On my father's side the main families are APPS, MATTHEWS/ MATUEST, CURRY, WEBBER, BLYTH,
WENSLEY, GUY, DAVIS, HUMPHREYS. The Apps family arrived on board "Royal George" in 1839. They
were 'bounty immigrants'. They lived in the Camden area and eventually migrated to Sydney.
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My maternal names are PARKER, THOMAS, McKINNON, WILLIAMS, WALSH, LEE, LINES, CONNOLLY, and
ALLEN.

Which of your ancestors do you find most interesting and why?

My paternal great, great, grandfather, William Matthews/Matuest/Matuist. He has been one of my
brick walls for several decades. His marriage certificate, in 1876, states that he was born in Germany.
He was a watch and clock maker and jeweler but at the time of his marriage he was the publican of the
Caxton Hotel, Brisbane. He was born in Germany in 1838. Family legend has it that he was married in
England and had three children, his wife died and he migrated to Australia with his children. | have
confirmed two of his children to his first marriage, Dora Martha Monica and William. To date | have not
found his marriage in England. His son William's death certificate states that his mother's name was
Emma Jay but unfortunately, | have not had any success confirming this marriage.

What do you enjoy most about family history?

Discovering my heritage. It is very important to me to preserve our family history for future
generations. | get great satisfaction discovering new information and also assisting others with their
research.

Have you done any special travelling relating to your family history research? If so, when, where to
and what did you find?

| travelled to New Zealand in 2009 to meet distant relatives in Invercargill, Southland. | met in excess of
20 relatives and it was like we had met before. The similarities were familiar! An experience | will never
forget.

In the 1980's | went to St. Arnaud, Victoria, the birthplace of my paternal grandfather. | met an elderly
gentleman named Mr. Kearney, and although he was not related he gave me a wonderful insight of the
era my grandfather grew up in. St. Arnaud has a special place in my heart. | felt at home there.

| joined the Milton Ulladulla Family History Society in 2004 and have attended family history fairs,
conferences and field trips where | have met many helpful, like minded people and have acquired so
much knowledge which has benefited my research and enabled me to reduce many brick walls to dust!
You just never know where your next clue will come from!

Is there anywhere else you would like to go, and why?
Yes, | want to go to the U.K. and walk in the footsteps of my ancestors in Cornwall, Oxfordshire, Kent,
Lancaster, Fife, Scotland, and Down, Ireland.
