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FROM THE CHAIR

On several occasions recently | have been asked the
question "What is the difference between a genealogist and a
family historian.?

My definition rightly or wrongly is that a genealogist is
purely concerned with tracing back lines of descent in a direct
blood line, generation by generation, as far back as it can be
proved resulting in a family tree. Both male and female lines
can be traced but the male line should be the easier option
through continuity of surname. We all start off in this way as we
try to piece together the generations of our families.




A family historian goes into much more detail in order to
expand on the family relationships. Once the basic facts are
known the family historian is not content to sit back and look at
a family tree he sets out with the intention of discovering
anything that he possibly can about his ancestors. What sort
of life they led, where they lived, what was their occupation,
where were they educated etc. How they and members of their
families Integrated into the local community, Their status, did
they struggle to survive 7 (most did), get into trouble ? {(some
did ) and almost every family suffered the loss of a loved one
serving their country in the two World Wars.

Along the way we sometimes are able to find out about the
‘black sheep’ of the family or the 'skeleton in the cupboard'.
We all have them ! There is usually some truth in the rumour
so if you don't want to find the answer to these questions it is
no use pursuing family history.

Most of us follow a particular branch of the family, usually
the vertical line of descent, but sometimes by seeking out
those ‘horizantal ' family members we are able to look at other
sources of material which may result in further progress in the
search for information.

Therefore we can conclude that family history is a major
research exercise incorporating genealogy, social, local and
national history as we strive to complete the 'jigsaw of life’.
Most of our families may not make the headlines in the
national newspaper put they are extra special to us. It Is
indeed a most fascinating hobby and can be very frustrating
but most rewarding if successful.

Whoever you write to in your search for information always
remember the golden rule that if you want a reply to your
letters always send a stamped- addressed envelope.

March Meeting

Mr David Botham was our speaker on March 5th 1996

He gave a very interesting and informative talk on The Ragged
School in Chesterfield.

Lord Shaftesbury set up schools in London teaching the
three R's and Religious Education. These schools were called
Ragged Schools because they were for ragged children The
children who came to these schools were from the poor and
rough areas of the town.

In Chesterfield early factories grew with the labour provided
by the poor people.These families lived in long rows of cheap
terraced houses that were convenient for the factories.

The Ragged School was the largest Sunday School in
Chesterfield and in 1885 there were 340 scholars and 27
teachers. The average attendance in the year was 319 each
Sunday.

In due course Christmas and Summer treats were provided
and at one time breakfast was provided !/

Included in the rules of the voluntary school was that
teachers should not hesitate to quell disturbances, Presumably
the children were rather wild at times !!

Today The Ragged School has become isolated,
surrounded by busy roads and a multi storey car park. There is
no longer a Sunday School but evening meetings still continue.

We all enjoyed our evening very much and thank David for
the way he portrayed the story of The Ragged School .

Extracts from Derbyshire Times Ray Batteson
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Still Searching

When my father Fred Gregory (formally of Alfreton) died
suddenly in 1988, there was understandable shock and grief;
this eventually led on my part to a questioning about the history
of the Gregory family in Derbyshire, as nothing was known of
our forebears beyond my father's parent. One had grown up
with the assumption that the Gregory's had 'always lived in
Alfreton’. During the 1930's and 1940's my grandfather William
reared pigs on a small-holding and ran a market stall selling




fruit and vegetables. My grandmother Mary, assisted by my
aunt Elsie (father's sister) kept a fish and chip shop.

Soon after my father's death: contact was renewed with a
cousin and his wife (on my mother's side) living near Alfreton.
My cousin had researched his family history- Spencers of
Alfreton-my mother being the youngest of the family headed by
Thomas, a former Councillor and J.P. My cousin had traced
the Spencers back to the early 17th century, living then in
Matlock and Tansley.

It was not until four years after Dad's death (having by then
read up a little on genealogy) that | was able to get to the Local
Studies Library at Matlock, and began looking in census returns
for Alfreton.

When | learned that my great grandfather James had
married Mary Clay from Pilsley, | inadvertently went off at a
tangent. As we happened to be staying in Baslow at the time | |
assumed (wrongly) that the Pilsley near Baslow was the village
of Mary Clay's birth. Consequently | began to look at
gravestones in nearby Baslow Church-yard, considering that
members of the Clay family might be interred there | was to
find no Clay's but numerous Gregory's ! One of the most
poignant of the headstones relates to Helen Gregory, who died
at the age of 19 years in 1760, the epitaph as follows:

"Go home dear friend and shed no tears
| must lie here till Christ appears

| in my prime was called away

And now | lie mould'ring in the clay:

As | am now so you must be

Therefore prepare to follow me"

| felt instinctively that there must be a link between the
Alfreton Gregorys and those in Baslow, but am unable to




explain why | felt and still feel this. From that moment, my
search became more systematic.

Through more examination of census returns and parish
registers, | then traced that great x 3 grandfather Timothy had
been born in Matlock and later settled with his family in
Alfreton. The origins outside of Alfreton had been proved!
Several earlier generations were in Matlock, and my inquiries
have now lead as far back as to around 1750 when my great x
3 grandfather Philip was born there.

More fascinating facts are emerging e.g. my mother's and
my father's families had intermarried earlier, back in 1798 when
John Gregory married Ann Spencer at Matlock, At around this
time, John's sister Mary also married into the Spencer family
when she married Ann's brother Peter Spencer These facts
are confirmed by my cousin who referred back to his research
of the Spencers. | wonder with what frequency researchers
come across prior intermarriage in two families: it would be
interesting to hear of similar instances in the findings of other
Members.

As time goes on, and further opportunities arise to return to
the Public Record Office at Matlock | shall be continuing my
search for a link with the Baslow Gregorys. There are in fact a
number of others interred there who originated from further into
the Peak District e.g. William Gregory of Calver (died 1764)
and Ann Gregory of Froggat Bridge End (died 1731)

To round off the tale so far of this absorbing search, |
would like to share with you the following inscription, also at
Baslow. | found it extremely moving.

Here lieth the body of Susanna
the wife of Joseph Gregory of Barbrook Cupola,
who died Oct 10th 1827, aged 63 years.



"0 Cruel Death that could no longer spare,
So goad a wife a tender Mother Dear

She is gone in hopes Eternal Joys to find
But a great |oss to them she left behind "

Also of the above named Joseph Gregory , who died June
14th 1835, Aged 78 years
